West Virginia’s Hope Scholarship gives families $5,267 per student per 
year. Administered by the State Treasurer’s Office, the scholarship is 
managed through the EMA (Education Market Assistant) platform. 
Families can use funds for private school tuition, homeschool curriculum, 
therapies, tutoring, and more.

Name: Hope Scholarship Program

Eligibility: WV residents entering kindergarten or previously enrolled 
in public school.

Applications: Rolling, quarterly.

Amount: $5,267.38

Qualifying educational expenses: Private school tuition, homeschool 
curricula, tutoring, online courses, educational therapies, standardized 
testing fees, educational technology, and transportation (up to $750 
per year)

How to Make a Purchase

To use your Hope Scholarship with Veritas Press,
first log into your account: app.hopescholarshipwv.com

Direct Pay — Log in to your Hope Scholarship account and 
navigate to the Education Marketplace. Search for approved 
providers, such as Veritas Press, select the desired services or 
products, and submit the payment request. Once approved, funds 
will be disbursed directly to the provider. 

Reimbursement — Reimbursements are permitted only under 
specific circumstances as outlined in the Hope Scholarship Board’s 
Reimbursement Policy. Before making any out-of-pocket purchases, 
ensure that the expense qualifies for reimbursement. Submit 
reimbursement requests through the online portal with the 
necessary documentation.
